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The total number of Visa, 
MasterCard, American Express, 
JCB, and Diners Club credit and 
debit cards in circulation 
worldwide reached 3.03 
billion at the end of 2007, 
up 13.6%. Visa was the 
growth leader with a 
14.6% increase over 2006, 
followed by MasterCard 
and American Express. 
Visa and MasterCard 
combined accounted for 
95.00%, or 2.88 billion 
cards, up from 94.74%. 
Visa was the only brand 

to increase share, from 64.26% 
to 64.80%.

Global progress of card-based 
payments is best measured 
by the number of transactions 
generated to purchase goods 
and services at merchants. 
Because figures published in 
this report for total volume, 
purchase volume, and cash 
volume are measured in U.S. 
dollars, currency fluctuations 
can create a misleading 
picture, inflating growth in any 
market with a currency that 
appreciated against the dollar, 
and understating growth in the 
opposite case. 

Purchase transactions grew by 
14.6% last year. MasterCard and 
Visa generated 93.38% of the 
total, down from 93.44% in 2006. 
MasterCard generated 28.08%, 
up from 27.73%. Visa generated 
65.30%, down from 65.71%. 

Total volume, which includes 
consumer and commercial 
purchases of goods and services 
along with cash advances and 
cash withdrawals, increased by 
$1.060 trillion in 2007. Visa and 
MasterCard generated 91.46% 
of total volume, up slightly from 
91.39% the prior year.

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advances and cash withdrawals, increased by 
$732.71 billion. Visa and MasterCard purchases 
combined rose 13.9% to $5.338 trillion and 
accounted for $88.10 of every $100.00 in purchase 
volume, compared to $88.01 the prior year. Visa 
accounted for $60.10 of every $100.00, down from 
$60.48. 

Cash volume, made up of advances against lines 
of credit along with withdrawals from funds on 
deposit, increased by $327.27 billion. For Visa, 

cash accounted for 35.39% of total volume, up 
from 34.88%. For MasterCard, cash accounted 
for 25.45%, down from 
26.29%. For JCB, cash  
accounted for 9.40%, 
down from 10.95%. For 
American Express, cash 
accounted for 1.60%, up 
from 1.43%. For Diners 
Club, cash accounted for 
3.77%, up from 3.70%.

When total volume per 
card was calculated,  
American Express was 
the leader with $7,492, 
up 2.2%. Diners Club 
was second with $4,178, 
up 6.5%, followed by 
Visa ($2,869, down 
0.6%), MasterCard 
($2,486, up 1.6%), and 
JCB ($1,049, up 6.5%). 

The average amount of a purchase transaction 
declined 0.8% for Visa, 2.7% for American Express, 
0.3% for MasterCard, 1.0% for JCB, and increased 
2.8% for Diners Club. Diners Club continued to 
have the highest average purchase transaction 
amount ($183), followed by American Express 
($130), JCB ($98), MasterCard ($71), and Visa 
($66).

Visa and MasterCard members issue debit and 
credit cards worldwide. Most purchase transactions 

using Visa cards were debit, 
accounting for 58.76%, up from 
58.39% in 2006. MasterCard 
purchase transactions were 
33.91% debit, up from 31.83%. 
Based on the dollar volume 
of purchases, 46.12% at Visa 
came from debit cards, up from 
45.93%. For MasterCard, debit 
cards accounted for 21.39%, up 
from 20.41%. Based on cards in 
circulation, 52.73% of Visa cards 
were debit, up from 51.37%. For 
MasterCard, 20.21% were debit, 
down from 20.30%.

When comparing purchase 
volume on credit cards only, 
MasterCard’s market share was 
33.21% versus 28.00% for credit 
and debit cards combined. 
MasterCard’s increase over 

2006 when measuring only credit card purchase 
volume was 31 basis points. Visa lost 26 basis 
points. American Express and Diners Club lost

However, 
worldwide purchase 
volume on Visa debit 
cards ($1,679.51 billion) 
was $345.61 billion higher 
than purchase volume on 
MasterCard credit cards 
($1,333.90 billion), and 
$1,042.59 billion more 
than purchase volume on 
American Express credit 
cards ($636.92 billion).

Credit cards issued to U.S. 
cardholders with the Visa, 
MasterCard, American 
Express, and JCB brands 
generated 45.02% of total 
credit card purchase 
volume worldwide, down

For American Express, 
the percent change in 
credit card purchase 
volume was greater on 
cards issued outside the 
U.S. (up 13.8%) than on 
those issued inside the 
U.S. (up 12.7%).

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Asia/Pacific GENERAL PURPOSE CARDS
At the end of 2007, there were 706.8 million credit 
and debit cards carrying the Visa, MasterCard, 
JCB, American Express, and Diners Club brands 
in the Asia/Pacific region, up 14.9% over the prior 
year. MasterCard and Visa cards totaled 634.8 mil-
lion, accounting for 89.81% of the total, up from 
89.17% in 2006. American Express, Diners Club, 
and JCB travel and entertainment (T&E) cards 
totaled 72.0 million and accounted for the  
remaining 10.19%.

Total general purpose card volume was $1.289 
trillion, up 18.0%. It included $391.65 billion in 
cash withdrawals from funds on deposit, balance 
transfers, and cash advances against lines of credit 
received at ATMs and over the counter at bank 
branches. Cash represented a 30.38% share of total 
volume, up from 30.30% the prior year. 

For the Visa brand, cash accounted for 34.19% of 
total volume, up from 33.14%. For MasterCard, it 
was 30.97%, down from 33.72%. JCB cash account-
ed for 7.22% of its total volume, down from 9.33%. 
For American Express, cash accounted for 1.51%, 
down from 1.58%. Diners Club cash accounted for 
4.46%, down from 4.67%.

The remaining $897.62 billion in volume came from 
purchases at merchants. Visa’s market share was 
61.99%, down 17 basis points. MasterCard’s share 
was 23.93%, up 80 basis points. JCB’s share was 
6.94%, down 35 basis points. American Express’s 

share was 5.98%, down 18 basis points. Diners 
Club’s share was 1.16%, down 10 basis points.

Transactions at merchants to purchase goods and 
services reached 10.67 billion in 2007, up 20.2%. 
Visa and MasterCard cards generated 90.78% of 
the region’s total, up from 90.17%. JCB,  
American Express, and Diners Club cards  
generated the remaining 9.22%, with 984.2 million 
purchase transactions.

Top asia/pacific card issuers
The table on page 14 shows the 48 largest card  
issuers in the Asia/Pacific region in 2007. They  
issued 409.4 million Visa, Visa Electron, and  
MasterCard credit, debit, and prepaid consumer 
and commercial cards generating $637.29 billion 
in purchase volume. Issuers from Japan accounted 
for $208.88 billion in purchase volume from 146.2 
million cards, followed by South Korea with 
$206.26 billion from 76.0 million cards, and  
Australia with $140.28 billion from 18.2 million 
cards. Other countries included Taiwan ($20.19 
billion), Hong Kong ($20.17 billion), China ($18.96 
billion), New Zealand ($10.87 billion), Thailand 
($6.58 billion), and India ($5.10 billion).

For general purpose cards (Visa/MasterCard cards 
plus Maestro, American Express, Diners Club, and 
JCB cards), the top 48 represented $661.44 billion 
in purchase volume from 443.8 million general

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purpose cards. Issuers from South Korea had the 
highest purchase volume with $213.20 billion from 
96.8 million cards, followed by Japan with $208.88 
billion from 146.2 million cards, and Australia with 
$152.58 billion from 26.5 million cards. 

The largest general purpose credit card issuers 
in the region accounted for purchase volume of 
$608.99 billion from 310.9 million cards.  
Issuers from Japan represented $208.88 billion 
from 146.2 million cards, followed by South Korea 
with $202.06 billion from 61.6 million cards, and 
Australia with $127.56 billion from 15.3 mil-
lion cards. Next were Taiwan ($23.87 billion), 

Hong Kong ($20.44 billion), China ($12.45 billion), 
and New Zealand ($11.07 billion), and India ($2.65 
billion).

The largest general purpose debit and prepaid card 
issuers in the region accounted for purchase  
volume of $40.62 billion from 69.8 million cards. 
Issuers from Australia represented $24.70 billion 
from 11.1 million cards, followed by South Korea 
with $11.14 billion from 35.2 million cards, and 
New Zealand with $3.39 billion from 1.3 million 
cards.

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Canada 2007
OVERVIEW
In 2007, there were 2.43 billion purchase trans- 
actions generated by Visa, MasterCard, and  
American Express cards issued in Canada, up 
11.1%. The Visa and MasterCard brands do not 
appear on debit cards in Canada, but do appear 
on prepaid cards, and transactions made on those 
cards are included in their figures. Canada has 
its own PIN-based debit network called Interac. 
Purchase transactions on cards carrying that brand 
totaled 3.50 billion, which was 1.07 billion more 
than on all Canadian general purpose credit card 
brands combined. However, purchase transactions 
on Visa, MasterCard, and American Express cards 
continued to gain share. 

Transactions at merchants on Interac cards  
accounted for 58.98% of the country’s total, down 
from 60.04% in 2006. Interac’s share of credit and 
debit purchase transactions has been declining 
slightly for six years after significant growth in the 
late 1990s. Interac peaked in 2001 when it  
accounted for 61.49% of purchase transactions. In 
Canada, where debit is available only at  
merchants using PIN pads, the market has settled 
on a 60%–40% ratio of debit to credit. 

MasterCard continued to have the highest percent-
age increase in purchase transactions, up 12.7%. It 
has had double-digit increases in purchase  
transactions every year since 2001, causing its 
share of credit card purchases to increase from 

28.17% to 35.54%. However, Interac had the high-
est number increase in purchase transactions 
when comparing 2007 to 2006 (up 206.8 million), 
followed by Visa (up 133.8 million), MasterCard 
(up 97.4 million), and American Express (up 11.1 
million). 

Purchases at merchants on all general purpose 
cards accounted for 89.9% of total dollar volume, 
down from 90.3% in 2006. MasterCard had the 
highest percentage increase in purchase volume, 
up 15.0%. Visa had the highest dollar increase, up 
$17.00 billion, followed by MasterCard (up $10.17 
billion), Interac (up $7.12 billion), and Amex (up 
$2.22 billion). Visa, MasterCard, and American 
Express all gained share. Interac’s share dropped 
153 basis points. In 2002, Interac had the highest 
share of purchase volume at 39.83% (now 34.69%), 
followed by Visa at 38.48% (now 40.05%),  
MasterCard at 15.88% (now 19.48%), and  
American Express at 5.09% (now 5.77%).

General purpose credit and debit cards in circula-
tion totaled 107.6 million at year-end 2007, up 6.4% 
over 2006. Cards with the Visa, MasterCard, and 
American Express brands reached 71.6 million, up 
9.2%. There were 36.0 million Interac debit cards in 
circulation, up 1.1%. MasterCard and Visa brands 
accounted for 62.5% of all general purpose cards, 
up from 60.8%. MasterCard had the highest per-
centage increase in cards, up 13.0%. MasterCard 
also had the highest increase in number of cards, 
up 4.1 million, followed by Visa, up 1.7 million,

Interac, up 0.4 million, and  
American Express, up 0.2 million. 

There were 24 issuers of Visa and MasterCard 
cards in Canada in 2007. That number was reduced 
in October when Cuets Financial, the dominant  
issuer of MasterCard among credit unions in  
Canada, became a subsidiary of MBNA Canada 
Bank. When Cuets figures are combined with 
MBNA, it makes MBNA, which is a subsidiary of 
Bank of America, the largest MasterCard issuer 
based on outstandings, although BMO Bank of 
Montreal is still three times larger based on  
purchase volume. 

There were seven issuers with more than 100.0 mil-
lion Visa/MasterCard purchase transactions. They 
included Canadian Imperial Bank of Commerce 
with 476.2 million, RBC Royal Bank with 383.3 mil-
lion, BMO Bank of Montreal with 312.3 million,  
TD Canada Trust with 260.0 million, Federation 
des caisses Desjardins with 134.1 million, Scotia-
bank with 114.1 million, and President’s Choice  
Financial with 113.0 million.

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Europe 2007
Europe GENERAL PURPOSE CARDS
Visa, MasterCard, American Express, and Diners 
Club credit and debit cards in the 49 countries of 
the continent of Europe totaled 627.4 million at the 
end of 2007, up 14.0% over the prior year. Visa and 
MasterCard cards totaled 612.0 million and  
accounted for 97.5% of general purpose cards. 
Cards issued by American Express and Diners Club 
totaled 15.5 million and accounted for the remain-
ing 2.5%.

MasterCard had the highest percentage increase 
in cards, up 18.2%. However, Visa had the largest 
increase in the number of cards in circulation, with 
its base growing by 48.0 million in 2007. Master-
Card added 27.1 million cards, American Express 
added 1.8 million, and Diners Club added 76,642.

General purpose card volume of $2.726 trillion 
last year was up 14.7%. It included $980.43 billion 
in cash withdrawals from funds on deposit, from 
balance transfers, and from cash advances against 
lines of credit received at ATMs and over the coun-
ter at bank branches. Cash represented a 36.0% 
share of total volume, up from 35.2% the prior year. 
Cash accounted for 40.7% of Visa volume, up from 
39.5%. For MasterCard, cash accounted for 26.4%, 
down from 26.7%. For American Express, cash  
accounted for 1.5%, unchanged, and for Diners 
Club, it accounted for 1.2%, down from 1.3%. 

Purchases of goods and services at merchants were 
up 13.4% to $1.746 trillion. Visa increased its  

purchase volume by $126.17 billion, followed by 
MasterCard with an increase of $68.57 billion. 
American Express was up $10.76 billion, and 
Diners was up $0.87 billion. Visa’s market share 
was 67.59%, down 86 basis points. MasterCard’s 
share was 27.13%, up 82 basis points, American 
Express’s share was 4.62%, up 8 basis points, 
and Diners Club’s share was 0.66%, down 3 basis 
points.

Transactions at merchants to purchase goods and 
services reached 20.43 billion in 2007, up 12.5%. 
Visa and MasterCard cards generated 19.93 bil-
lion transactions to purchase goods and services. 
This represented 97.58% of the region’s total, 
down from 97.61%. Amex and Diners Club cards 
generated the remaining 2.42% with 493.9 million 
transactions.

Visa’s market share of purchase transactions was 
71.08% in 2007, down from 71.43% in 2006. It 
added 1.55 billion purchase transactions. Master-
Card’s share was 26.51%, up from 26.17%, and it 
added 663.1 million purchase transactions. Amex’s 
share was 2.19%, up from 2.16%, and it added 55.4 
million purchase transactions. Diners Club’s share 
was 0.22%, down from 0.23%, and it added 3.6 mil-
lion purchase transactions.

The table on page 24 shows the 36 largest card 
issuers on the continent of Europe in 2007. They 
accounted for $1.108 trillion in purchase volume 
from 253.9 million Visa, Visa Electron, and  
MasterCard credit, debit, and prepaid consumer 
and commercial cards. The United Kingdom had 10 
issuers on the list, and they accounted for $454.33 
billion in purchase volume from 98.4 million cards. 
France had 9 issuers that accounted for $358.57 
billion from 43.3 million cards. Spain had 5 issuers 
that accounted for $76.81 billion from 37.8 

million cards. Turkey had 4 issuers that accounted 
for $73.96 billion from 34.0 million cards.

For general purpose cards — Visa, MasterCard, 
Maestro, American Express, Diners Club, and JCB 
cards — these issuers represented $1.256 trillion 
in purchase volume from 312.4 million cards. The 
U.K. had the highest purchase volume with $576.75 
billion from 120.5 million cards, followed by France 
with $367.61 billion from 49.5 million cards, Spain 
with $87.63 billion from 45.0 million cards, and 
Turkey with $74.54 billion from 43.3 million cards.

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Top Merchant Acquirers 2007 Europe

Europe’s Top Acquirers
The 31 acquiring processors listed below handled 
18.97 billion credit and debit card payments from 
4.8 million active merchants in Europe in 2007. 
Total volume was $1.495 trillion. Each of the five 
largest acquired at least one billion transactions in 
2007. 

The acquiring market in Europe was led by RBS 
WorldPay, which is one of five U.K.-based banks 
ranked here. RBS figures shown do not include its 
U.S. business. Five banks in France also made the 
top acquirers list. 

These 31 acquirers handled 16.91 billion Visa and 
MasterCard transactions valued at $1.334 trillion. 

And the 2.06 billion domestic debit transactions 
they handled from domestic-only brands such as 
Bancontact/MisterCash, Laser, Dankort, and  
Electronic Cash generated $160.94 billion. 

ConCardis in Germany, ranked 30th based on the 
number of transactions it handled in 2007, was 
linked to 400,000 merchants, more than any other 
acquirer in Europe. 

Not shown on this chart is another 7.9 million 
transactions generated on domestic-only credit 
cards as well as American Express, Diners Club, 
and JCB cards in 7 countries valued at $2.02 bil-
lion. The HSBC/Global Payments joint venture 
handled 58% of that business.

GENERAL PURPOSE CARDS
Visa, MasterCard, American Express, and Diners 
Club credit and debit cards in the Latin America 
region totaled 413.4 million at the end of 2007, up 
16.4% over the prior year. Visa and MasterCard 
cards totaled 406.0 million and accounted for 
98.2% of general purpose cards, up from 98.1%. 
Cards issued by American Express and Diners 
Club totaled 7.4 million and accounted for the 
remaining 1.8%.

Visa had the highest percentage increase in cards, 
up 17.2%. It also had the largest increase in the 
number of cards in circulation, with its base grow-
ing by 45.0 million in 2007. MasterCard added 12.6 
million cards. American Express added 0.7 million, 
and Diners Club added 44,158.

General purpose card volume of $673.33 billion 
last year was up 20.0%. It included $414.36 billion 
in cash withdrawals from funds on deposit and 
from cash advances against lines of credit received 
at ATMs and over the counter at bank branches. 
Cash represented a 61.54% share of total volume, 
down from 63.18% the prior year. Purchases of 
goods and services at merchants, which were up 
25.3% to $258.97 billion, accounted for the remain-
ing 38.46%. Visa increased its purchase volume 
by $33.90 billion, followed by MasterCard with an 
increase of $15.85 billion, American Express up 
$2.13 billion, and Diners up $0.43 billion.  

Transactions at merchants to purchase goods and 
services reached 5.81 billion in 2007, up 21.2%. 
Visa had the highest increase, up 23.2%, followed 

by 18.2% for MasterCard. Visa and MasterCard 
cards generated 5.55 billion transactions to  
purchase goods and services, up 21.8% over the 
prior year. This represented 95.46% of the region’s 
total, up from 95.50%. Amex and Diners Club cards 
accounted for the remaining 4.54% of purchase 
transactions with 239.6 million.

Visa’s market share of purchase transactions was 
68.59% in 2007, up from 67.46% in 2006. It added 
751.1 million purchase transactions. MasterCard’s 
share was 26.87%, down from 27.55%, and it added 
240.8 million purchase transactions. Amex’s share 
was 3.42%, down from 3.67%, and it added 22.7 
million purchase transactions. Diners Club’s share 
was 1.12%, down from 1.33%, and it added 1.5 mil-
lion purchase transactions.

Latin America 2007

Top latin america card issuers
The table on page 39 shows the 38 largest card  
issuers in the Latin America/Caribbean region in 
2007. They represented $206.70 billion in  
purchase volume from 396.0 million general pur-
pose cards (Visa/MasterCard cards plus Maestro, 
American Express, and Diners Club cards). Of that 
amount, $174.84 billion came from 320.3 million 
Visa, Visa Electron, and MasterCard credit, debit, 
and prepaid consumer and commercial cards.

The largest general purpose credit card issuers in 
the region are shown in the table on page 38.  
Issuers represented 11 countries and had combined 
purchase volume of $140.24 billion from 133.6 mil-
lion general purpose credit cards.  
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Issuers from Brazil had $81.66 billion from 91.0 
million cards, followed by Mexico with $26.92 bil-
lion from 21.5 million cards, Venezuela with  
$9.91 billion from 5.0 million cards, Argentina with 
$6.52 billion from 7.5 million cards, and Colombia 
with $5.67 billion from 4.0 million cards.

The largest general purpose debit card issuers in 
the region are shown in the chart at left below.  
They represented 11 countries and had combined 

purchase volume of $74.42 billion from 258.8  
million general purpose debit cards. Issuers  
from Brazil had $39.70 billion from 170.1 million 
cards, followed by Mexico with $16.43 billion from 
52.3 million cards, Venezuela with $8.42 billion 
from 8.5 million cards, Colombia with $3.11 billion 
from 9.7 million cards, Argentina with $2.70 billion 
from 6.9 million cards, and Puerto Rico with $1.19 
billion from 0.9 million cards.

Latin America’s Top 25 Acquirers
The 25 acquiring processors listed below handled 
6.36 billion credit and debit card payments from 
3.1 million active merchants in Latin America in 
2007. Total volume was $255.91 billion. 

The acquiring market in Latin America was led by 
Brazil, where two companies control the  
market. VisaNet do Brasil is Latin America’s  
largest processor. Despite its name, Visa Inc. holds 
only a small minority investment. The company is 
the exclusive Visa card acquirer in Brazil. Its top 
competitor Redecard has been 
publicly traded since earlier this 
year. Redecard is the second  
largest acquirer in Brazil and in 
Latin America. 

Six acquirers in Mexico were 
counted among the 25 largest in 
Latin America. Acquirers from 

Argentina, Chile, Colombia, Venezuela, Costa Rica, 
Barbados, the Bahamas, and Ecuador also made 
the list.

Not shown on this chart is another 22.4 million 
transactions generated by domestic-only credit 
cards as well as by American Express, Diners 
Club, and Discover cards in nine countries valued 
at $2.58 billion. Also not shown are another 19.1 
million domestic debit transactions from brands 
such as Redcompra and Debito Popular, which 
generated $623.6 million.

GENERAL PURPOSE CARDS
Visa, MasterCard, American Express, and Diners 
Club general purpose credit, debit, and prepaid 
cards in the Middle East and Africa totaled 81.7 
million at the end of 2007, up 21.4% over the prior 
year. Visa and MasterCard cards accounted for 
98.5%. American Express and Diners Club  
accounted for the remaining 1.5%.

MasterCard added 5.1 million cards and had the 
highest percentage increase, up 30.3%. However, 
Visa had the largest increase in the number of 
cards, with its base growing by 9.1 million. 

General purpose card volume of $271.72 billion 
was up 18.3% over the prior year. This includes 
purchases of goods and services at merchants, 
cash withdrawals from funds on deposit, and cash 
advances, whether against lines of credit received 
at ATMs, over the counter at bank branches, and 
from balance transfers.

Cash represented a 61.7% share of total volume, 
down from 63.0%. At Visa, cash accounted for 
70.4% of volume, down from 72.3%. At Master-
Card, it accounted for 34.7%, up from 30.0%. At 
American Express, cash accounted for 4.4%, down 
from 4.5%, and at Diners Club it accounted for 
6.5%, down from 7.2%. 

Purchases of goods and services at merchants 
were up 22.3% to $103.93 billion. Visa increased 
its purchase volume by $11.92 billion, followed 
by MasterCard with an increase of $6.37 billion. 
American Express was up $0.38 billion, and  
Diners was up $0.27 billion. Visa’s market share 

was 60.02%, up 66 basis points. MasterCard’s 
share was 34.84%, down 27 basis points.  
American Express’s share was 3.39%, down 31 
basis points, and Diners Club’s share was 1.75%, 
down 8 basis points.

Transactions at merchants to purchase goods and 
services reached 1.36 billion in 2007, up 16.7%. 
Visa and MasterCard cards generated 1.35 billion 
transactions to purchase goods and services. This 
represented 99.01% of the region’s total, the same 
as in 2006.

Visa added 120.7 million purchase transactions to 
increase its market share from 58.74% to 59.20%. 
MasterCard added 72.1 million purchase trans-
actions and lost share, which went from 40.27% 
to 39.80%. Amex’s share was 0.67%, down from 
0.69%. Diners Club’s share was 0.32%, down from 
0.30%.

Top Middle East/Africa card issuers
The table on page 49 shows the 36 largest card 
issuers in the Middle East/Africa region in 2007. 
Collectively they accounted for $78.39 billion in 
purchase volume generated by 44.2 million Visa 
and MasterCard credit, debit, and prepaid  
consumer and commercial cards used at  
merchants. A total of 12 countries were  
represented. Israel had three issuers on the list 
that collectively generated $32.45 billion in  
purchase volume from 5.1 million cards or $6,317 
per bank card — the highest rate in the region. 
South Africa had four issuers on the list. They  
accounted for $28.80 billion in spending at

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merchants from 19.7 million cards. Saudi Arabia 
had five issuers that accounted for $5.85 billion 
from 5.6 million cards. Kuwait had three issuers 
that accounted for $4.63 billion from 2.0 million 
cards. The United Arab Emirates had six issuers 
with $3.86 billion from 2.8 million cards.

When measuring results for all of the general 
purpose credit and debit card brands — Visa, Visa 
Electron, MasterCard, Maestro, American Express, 
Diners Club, and JCB — these issuers generated 
$90.31 billion in purchase volume from 59.0  
million cards. 

Issuers from South Africa had the highest general 
purpose purchase volume with $35.55 billion from 
31.4 million cards. Israel was next with $35.43 
billion from 5.7 million cards, followed by Saudi 
Arabia with $7.91 billion from 8.1 million cards, 
Kuwait with $4.66 billion from 2.1 million cards, 
and the United Arab Emirates with $3.87 billion 
from 2.8 million cards. 

The 26 largest general purpose credit card issuers 
in the region are shown in the table at right below. 

Issuers represented a total of 10 countries and  
accounted for purchase volume of $65.40 billion.  
Issuers from Israel accounted for $35.43 billion, 
followed by South Africa with $22.48 billion, the 
United Arab Emirates with $2.50 billion, Saudi  
Arabia with $2.30 billion, and Kuwait with $1.19 
billion.

The 22 largest general purpose debit card issuers 
in the region are shown in the other table below.  
Issuers represented a total of 8 countries, with  
general purpose purchase volume of $24.43 billion. 
Issuers from South Africa represented $13.06 bil-
lion, followed by Saudi Arabia with $5.60 billion, 
Kuwait with $3.69 billion, and the United Arab  
Emirates with $1.37billion.

Signature-based credit and debit 
cards carrying the four general 
purpose brands operating in 
the U.S. — American Express, 
Discover, MasterCard, and Visa 
— generated $2.665 trillion in 
purchase volume (spending at 
merchants) in 2007, an increase 
of $258.71 billion over 2006. 
All figures for purchase volume 
exclude cash advances, balance 
transfers, and cash withdraw-
als. The figures for American 
Express include cards issued 
by third parties such as Bank 
of America, Barclays, Citi, GE 
Money, HSBC, and USAA. The 
figures for Discover include 
cards issued by third parties 
such as GE Money and HSBC. 
PIN-based debit card figures for 
Visa (Interlink), MasterCard, 
and Discover (Pulse) are not 
included. Plus, Cirrus, and  
Maestro PIN-based activity is 
also excluded.

American Express gained 30 

basis points of share in spend-
ing at merchants in 2007 against 
combined signature-based credit 
and debit cards. Its gain, from 
17.01% from 16.71%, was fol-
lowed by MasterCard’s 25 point 
gain to 28.00% from 27.75%. 
Discover’s share fell by 14 basis 
points to 3.82% from 3.97%. 
Visa’s share declined by 40 basis 
points, but its cards still gener-
ated 51.17% of purchase volume, 
down from 51.57% in 2006.

Visa credit cards had the high-
est share in 2007, with 30.29%. 
However, that was down 8.09 
percentage points from 38.38% 
in 2000. For the first time, Visa 
debit cards overtook MasterCard 
credit cards in spending at mer-
chants last year. Visa debit cards 
held a 20.88% share, up 8.01 
percentage points from 12.88% 
in 2000. MasterCard credit cards 
held a 20.57% share, down 1.61 
percentage points from 22.18% 
in 2000. American Express 
credit cards had a 17.01% share 

in 2007, down 0.41 percentage 
points from 2000. MasterCard 
debit cards rose 3.75 percentage 
points to 7.43%, up from 3.68%. 
Discover credit cards dropped 
1.65 percentage points to 3.82% 
from 5.47% during this decade.

The number of signature-
based general purpose cards in 
circulation increased by 115.2 
million last year and surpassed 
1 billion cards for the first time. 
Visa increased its share 180 
basis points to 54.09% with the 
addition of 79.9 million cards. 
MasterCard’s share decreased 
by 96 basis points to 35.95% 
but it added 32.0 million cards, 
American Express’s share de-
creased 13 basis points to 4.77% 
but it added 4.2 million cards, 
and Discover’s share declined 
71 basis points to 5.19% due to a 
drop of 963,471 cards.

Outstandings increased $71.09 
billion in 2007 compared to the 
$43.70 billion increase in 2006 
over the prior year. Outstandings

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on Visa credit cards increased by $33.83 billion, 
followed by MasterCard up $17.09 billion,  
American Express up $16.54 billion, and Discover 
up $3.63 billion.

The 387.5 million Visa and MasterCard debit 
cards accounted for 35.35% of all signature-based 
general purpose cards in circulation, up from 
31.87% in 2006. Prepaid cards contributed to that 
increase. The $754.55 billion in purchase volume 

they generated equaled 28.32% of total signature-
based spending at merchants last year, up from 
27.33% in 2006. The 19.19 billion purchase trans-
actions on these debit cards accounted for 48.13% 
of all signature-based general purpose credit and 
debit card purchase transactions last year, up from 
46.27% in 2006.

Among owners of portfolios of merchant card pro-
cessing contracts, the two largest remained Chase 
Paymentech Solutions and First Data based on the 
volume of Visa and MasterCard signature-based 
credit and debit card purchases they handled last 
year. In the listing of the top 100 acquirers in the

SunTrust and Citi have revenue sharing partner-
ships with FDMS. In the chart shown above, First 
Data is ranked first because its share of the market 
also includes volume handled by equity alliances 
with Chase Paymentech, Wells Fargo, and PNC.

The five largest acquirers as shown in the chart 
above, which also includes a partnership between 
Nova Information Systems and Key Merchant  
Services, maintained the rankings they had in 

2006, although the three largest lost market share. 
First Data went from 51.04% to 49.51%, BA  
Merchant Services went from 14.84% to 13.09%, 
and Nova and Key went from 8.57% to 8.41%. The 
other two had increases. Fifth Third went from 
6.85% to 7.24%, and Global Payments went from 
3.56% to 3.89%. Collectively, the share for these 
five acquirers declined from 84.87% to 82.13%.

When equity alliances are excluded, as they are in 
the tables below and on pages 60 and 61, Chase 
Paymentech remained the largest when ranked 
by total volume (Visa and MasterCard, plus other 
general purpose credit cards and PIN-based debit 
cards) with $781.06 billion, followed by First Data 
with $441.55 billion, BA Merchant Services with 
$360.36 billion, Fifth Third with $251.05 billion, 
Nova with $195.04 billion, Wells Fargo with $106.73 
billion, Global Payments with $105.46 billion, 
Heartland with $63.79 billion, First National with 
$56.14 billion, and RBS Lynk with $45.32 billion.

The acquirers with the highest PIN-based debit 
card volume included First Data, Chase  
Paymentech, Fifth Third, BA Merchant Services, 
Alliance Data, Wells Fargo, RBS Lynk, Nova, Global 
Payments, and PNC.

Based on volume from the American Express brand 
alone, Chase Paymentech was largest, followed 
by Fifth Third, Wells Fargo, Global Payments, BA 
Merchant Services, Heartland, First National, RBS 
Lynk, PNC, and NPC. Based on volume from the 
Discover brand alone, Chase Paymentech was the 
largest, followed by Fifth Third, Global Payments, 
BA Merchant Services, Heartland, First National, 
RBS Lynk, TransFirst, NPC, and EVO.
